EXCLUSION OF THE PRESS AND PUBLIC

RESOLVED that in accordance with the Council’s Constitution, specifically the Access
to Information Rules, the press and public be excluded from the meeting at a
predetermined point in the hearing in respect of any consideration of the following
matters and specifically in respect of any consideration of Minute No 8 and 9 on
grounds based on Categories 1 and 2 of paragraph 10.4 of the Council’s Access to
Information Procedure Rules because failing to do so would constitute a breach of the
Data Protection Act 1998 as well as a breach of a Common Law duty of confidentiality.

LICENSING ACT 2003 CUMULATIVE IMPACT POLICY
