Do nothing — This option was rejected as leaving the LDS as it currently is would
suggest that the details contained within it are still up to date and accurate, which
they are not. The Hampshire Minerals and Waste Plan is further advanced, and this
should be acknowledged, likewise the Bassett Neighbourhood Plan is in need of
review now that five years have passed since adoption, plus the timetable for the
Southampton City Vision Local Plan is now out of date and needs updating for the
purposes of transparency to the public and Government monitoring.
