(ii) To approve changes to the boundary of the Conservation Area to include 
the whole of Rockstone Lane.

(iii) To approve changes to the boundary of the Conservation Area to include 
all the properties on the North side of Lyon Street between Onslow Road 
and Bellevue Terrace;

(iv) To approve the proposal to implement an Article 4 Direction for Rockstone 
Lane to remove Permitted Development (PD) rights for works to the roofs 
and front elevations, and to authorise the Head of Legal, HR and 
Democratic Services to take any action or decision necessary to make an 
Article 4 Direction and consult with residents

To enable the Council to manage change inside the Conservation Area within a clear 
framework.
