3. Information relating to the 
financial or business affairs of 
any particular person (including 
the Authority holding that 
information).

Includes information relating to the Authority’s own 
financial or business affairs. It does not include 
information which is required to be registered under 
the Companies Act 1985, the Friendly Society Acts 
1974 and 1992, the Industrial and Provident Societies 
Acts 1965-1978, the Building Societies Act 1986 or the 
Charities Act 1993 as such information will be in the 
public domain in any event.
The “financial affairs or business affairs” include past, 
present and contemplated activities.

4. Information relating to any 
consultations or negotiations, or 
contemplated consultations or 
negotiations, in connection with 
any labour relations matter 
arising between the Authority or 
a Minister of the Crown and 
employees of, or office holders 
under, the Authority.

“Employee” means a person employed under a 
contract of service with the Council and would not 
therefore include a consultant or a temporary member 
of staff employed through an agency or a company.  
Information about such a person, however, may well 
be covered under the exemptions in paragraphs 1, 2 
and 3 but it will depend on the individual matter.

“Labour relations matter” means matters which may be 
the subject of a trade dispute within the meaning of 
Section 218(1) of the Trade Union and Labour 
Relations (Consolidation) Act 1992 or any dispute 
about such a trade dispute.  This is therefore fairly 
narrow and does not appear to include normal staff 
negotiations which are not part of a dispute.

Title 2018-19 Council Tax Reduction Scheme

Details Section 13A of the Local Government Finance Act 
1992 (“the 1992 Act”) requires each billing authority 
in England to make a scheme specifying the 
reductions which are to apply to amounts of council 
tax payable by persons, or classes of person, whom 
the authority considers are in financial need (“a 
council tax reduction scheme”). The Council Tax 
Reduction Schemes (Prescribed Requirements) 
(England) Regulations 2012 (“the 2012 
Regulations”) prescribe matters which must be 
included in such a scheme in addition to matters set 
out in paragraph 2 of Schedule 1A to the 1992 Act. 
Each year regulations amending the 2012 
Regulations are made in November/December. The 
majority of the amendments are to ensure 
consistency with changes to social security 
legislation and will be included in our local scheme.
The first Southampton Council Tax Reduction 
Scheme 2014 was agreed by the Council on 16 
January 2013. Subsequently the Southampton 
Council Tax Reduction Scheme has been approved 
each year under delegated authority by the Chief 
Financial Officer, with the 2017 scheme approved on 
20th January 2017. (Decision No. OD2016-17
