Southampton City Council is committed to the principles of fairness and engagement by 

developing new ways of working with residents, businesses and partners in the private and 

voluntary sectors to increase their involvement in city life.

• Exploring opportunities to in increase investment in decision-making starting with 

Preferendums (referendums on local issues).  

• Fostering community spirit between diverse communities and different generations 

through intergenerational initiatives, building on existing community and voluntary 

activities.
