We, the undersigned, are writing to you concerning parking at the entrance to Bassett
Green Close, and to request “Double Yellow” lines be installed to the areas detailed on
the attached map (1).

When cars are parked on the left as you turn into the close and opposite the entrance to
the close (as shown on the attached map (2)), the only way to gain access to our houses
and drives is to approach the blind right hand bend on the right hand side of the road.
As I am sure you will agree, this is not a comfortable manoeuvre nor indeed legal.
Like wise, when cars are parked on the right hand side, it is sometimes difficult to turn
into the close when cars are leaving. When there is a large funeral, many mourners use
Bassett Green Close for parking — which they have every right to do and no one would
dream of objecting to this practice, however, they often park across the corner of
Bassett Green Road and Bassett Green Close, which is dangerous to say the least.
