It is important to stress that The Fund is intended to cover 
a wide range of low-income households in need including families with 
children of all ages, pensioners, unpaid carers, care leavers, and people 
with disabilities. 
 
Information to date advises that when administering the fund Authorities are 
encouraged to adopt the following principles: 
 

 use discretion on how to identify and support those most in need, 
taking into account a wide range of information; 

 use the funding from 1 October 2022 to 31 March 2023 to meet 
immediate needs and help those who are struggling to afford energy 
and water bills, food, and other related essentials. Authorities can 
also use the funding to support households who are struggling to 
afford wider essentials;
